• harvesting, preparing (weighing, labelling) , arranging the 
cut flowers into bouquets  and displaying the home - grown  
plants and produce and other  barrow  products in a 
presentable  manner , throughout the year  

• being a friendly and welcoming face of our market barrow 
sales in the walled garden, e ngaging and interacting with  
customers  

What is a market barrow volunteer?  

Market barrow volunteers will work on 

the barrow (pictured on the right), 

selling Fulham Palace’s organically 

grown plants and produce to the 

visiting public in the beautiful walled 

garden. The role includes harvesting, 

preparing, displaying, selling and 

taking payment for our home - grown  

vegetables, fruit, cut flowers and 

preserves. Training will be provided for .

• providing excellent customer service when s elling our 
fresh fruit, vegetables, and plants from the garden  

• tending to the garden beds or carrying out other garden 
duties close by to the barrow at quiet times  

• a ttending t raining  sessions that will cover all aspects of 
running the barrow including  how to harvest produce  at 
the right time in the right way  

• display ing  produce  aesthetically and in accordance with 
our standards , operating the card reader machine and 
taking cash, opening and closing the barrow  

• helping out  on the barrow at Fulham Palace special 
events such as our apple day, green me et or Christmas 
fair  

• barrow volunteers work in small teams or on their own, led 
and briefed  by a member of the garden  team staff  

This role will suit 
people who...  
 

• have any level of horticultural experience but have an 
enthusiasm for kitchen gardening and selling organically 
grown produc e 

• are friendly and e njoy the interaction with our visitors  

• who can manage operating a card reader and can 
complete sales transactions successfully  

• a re f lexible –  willing to give support where necessary and 
be able to change plans at short notice t o adapt to 
changing priorities /seasons  

• a re a pproachable –  have positive attitude where staff and 
management feel at ease to approach and di scuss in a 
constructive manner  

• have the a bility to liste n and follow instructions , checking 
with garden  team  

• have the a bility to work safely and to not endanger 
yourself or others, using common sense to main tain a safe 
working environment  

• a ble to work in a team with people of wide - ranging  ages 
and abilities  

Availability  • to work on a weekly basis, ideally coming in on the same 
day each session  

• confirm your attendance on an online rota on the Fulham 
Palace volunteer portal at least 48 hours before the 
session.  

• to commit to a minimum of 6 months.

At the end o f this a  
staff member will catch up with you. This is an opportunity 
for both parties to reflect and make any reasonable 
adjustments to the role that are needed
